For the past year and nine months we have held our weekly Celebration services on Sunday evenings at the Stowe Brethren Church in Stowe.  We have been so very grateful to that congregation for so willingly sharing their facility with us.  But, as many of you know, we have been in search of a different meeting place that would be more conducive to our vision, as well as to the amount of small children that are a part of our church family.  


While we have not yet been able to lease our own facility, we have found another local church who is willing to allow us the use of their building.  Hopewell Community Church in Pottstown has graciously agreed to let  us use their social room and nursery facility, for a per-use fee.  The room that the adults will meet in will allow us the freedom and flexibility that we’ve been wanting to gather in a casual, conversational-type atmosphere.  We will be able set up tables, and leave them set up, from week to week.  The church is making a closet available to us to store all of our equipment, childrens’ supplies, etc. in, so we no longer have to pack and unpack all of that in our car on a weekly basis!  (Not to mention store it all in our house!)  We are really looking forward to gathering for worship, then grabbing a cup of coffee and digging in to what God has for us from his word.  The agreement with Hopewell is on a 6-month basis, and we will still continue to look and pray for God to open up our own facility.
